Women’s Cancer Research Pilot Project Funding Opportunity
for Principal Investigators (PI)

The Women’s Cancer Research Center (WCRC) at UPCI/MWRI, in conjunction with the Magee-Womens Foundation Women’s Cancer Research and Education Funding Committee, is currently accepting applications for pilot project funds supporting research in breast and gynecologic cancer. The mission of the WCRC is to perform cutting-edge basic and applied research in women’s cancers, and successfully translate novel findings to the clinic.  To meet this goal, pilot project funds will be awarded to stimulate principal investigators to pursue research in this area. 

Applications should be a maximum of 2-5 pages and include an NIH biosketch for key personnel.   Applications are due to Nadine Ryan, WCRC Assistant, ryann@upmc.edu by May 15, 2011. Depending upon the breadth and quality of the applications, we may award up to 4 awards of $25,000 which will be made to a principal investigator who may use the funds over a 24-month period.

Funds may only be used for the specific grant purpose and specific project for which the grant is awarded.   Expenses deemed to be unrelated or inappropriate for the approved study will not be reimbursed and will become your responsibility.

Access to the approved funds may require a subcontract.  If so, Magee-Womens Research Institute & Foundation Business Office will contact you within 14 days of the date of the award letter to make the necessary arrangements.  Please note that until a subcontract has been executed no expenditures will be authorized. If a subcontract is required, your institution will be able to access the approved funds on a reimbursement basis.  We must receive an invoice monthly identifying expenses to be reimbursed.

Funds may not be transferred to another project or fund within the institution, to another investigator, or to another institution. Funds may not be used for overhead.

A formal Progress Report including a report of spending to date must be submitted to the Committee mid grant cycle from the study start date as identified in your application. A final Progress Report including a final accounting of funds spent must be submitted to the Committee within 60 days after completion of the study as identified in your application. The study must be completed in the indicated time frame.  Any changes to the noted grant time frames must be approved by the Committee in advance.
