Looking for a Place to Live:

e Be prepared to visit multiple apartments before you sign a lease.

° Before your appointment, visit http://www.ocl.pitt.edu/rental/rentercheck.html to make sure the apart-

ment you’re looking at has these essential amenities.

e There are many search engines dedicated to the housing search, but exercise due diligence to seek out the
best deal.

Signing the Lease:

e You will be entering into a legally binding contract that outlines the landlord’s expectations and your
responsibilities as a tenant.

‘1o ALWAYS HAVE YOUR LEASE REVIEWED BY A LAWYER BEFORE YOU SIGN IT! This simple

and free step as a PITT student can prevent future disputes.

e This is also the time to make sutre everyone has renters insurance, most landlords will require this and it is
very important to protect your possessions.

e Be sure to keep copies of all of your correspondence throughout this period so you have proper records
just in casel

Moving In:
Your lease should indicate the official move in date.

e  BEFORE you move in any of your possessions, take photos and/or video of your entire residence. This is
proof of the condition that the apartment is in before you begin the term and can be referenced if there is a
discrepancy with the use of your security deposit. This quick procedure can save you a lot of trouble!

Moving Out/Leaving for an Extended Period of Time:

e Be sure to notify your building manager or superintendent. This is an important time to refer to your origi-
nal pictures/video of your residence the day you moved in because you will want to get the full security
deposit returned!
