o Appliances with exposed elements (including hot plates and toaster ovens) 
o Candles (unless used exclusively for decoration; wick must not be burnt) 
o Illicit drugs 
o Electrical appliances with frayed or non-UL listed cords 
o Explosives, including fireworks/firecrackers 
o Flammable liquids 
o Halogen lamps 
o Heaters of any type 
o Incense 
o Kerosene lamps 
o Pets (except fish in a 10 gallon tank or smaller) 
o Upholstered furnishings (including futons) 
o Weapons 
o Weightlifting equipment over 50 pounds 

 

Other Items You May Want to Bring Along 
You may also want to consider bringing the following items: 

o Bean bag chair 
o Coffee pot 
o Cordless phone 
o Curtains & curtain rod (no holes may be put in walls) 
o Desk lamp 
o Dry erase and/or cork board 
o Ear plugs and headphones

o Flash drive and/or computer disks 
o Flashlight 
o Mattress pad 
o Music, movies, and games
