How to Find Another User’s Internet Address

A.
A person’s Pitt Internet address looks like this: www.pitt.edu/~username. 

If you know their username, just type the above address with their username into a browser window.  

B.
If you do not know their username you can look them up online, by following these directions below.  

1. Logon on any lab computer using your Pitt account name and password.

2. Open up Netscape or IE and go to the web page http://accounts.pitt.edu 

3. Enter your Pitt account name and password again and click on the “Connect” button.

4. On the Accounts Management page there is an option to Find a Person at Pitt Click on that link.

5. Follow directions on page to change your password.

Enter the name of the person you want to look up. 

6. Click on OK. 

7. You will either get a page the person’s information that you are looking for or a list of possible matches to your search.

8. Once you find the person you are looking for, look at their email address and locate their username.  Their username is everything that appears before the “@pitt.edu” part.  You can then use this as www.pitt.edu/~username to find their web page.
