How to Study for This Course
Lectures

· Preview chapter (look over Table of contents, headings) 
· Review syllabus (material to be covered, pages to be read, objectives, study questions)

· Read over chapter or assigned readings:
· keep in mind objectives 
· highlight important ideas

· Try to answer questions listed in objectives 

· Make flashcards, if necessary 

· Study on a regular basis rather than cramming 

· Visit office hours to ask questions 

Homeworks
· Read assigned reading material 

· Go over lecture material and web-based tutorials 

· Work example problems 

· Try to work problem without looking at solution 

· Do not just "read" solution and think "I understand" 

· Use pencil, paper and calculator 

· Look up equations, constants, conversion factors, read graphs 

· Understand assumptions and limits of equations Check units 

Problem Solving 

· Read assigned problem for comprehension 

· Classify problem 

· Type of problem? 
· What is being asked? 
· What information is given? 
· What information is missing? 
· What equations are need for problem?

· List information from above 

· Write equation, check that assumptions are valid and that limitations do not apply. 

· Check units and conversions. 

· Solve equation. 

· Check units and significant figures of answer. 

· Does answer make sense? 

Studying for Exams 

· Review objectives 

· Review flash cards (definitions, etc.) 
· Review tutorials 

· Redo quizzes, practice and homework problems (without notes and solutions) 

· Make sure you know when an equation is valid (assumptions and limitations) 

· Make sure you know where to obtain the necessary information (e.g., tables and graphs)
· Know what notation in each equation means (only equations will be given on an examination; no terms will be defined) 

· See instructor or TA as questions or difficulties arise (don’t wait until several hours before the examination)

· Review type of problems and equations
· Review objectives and flashcards
